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According to evolution, man has lived on the earth for a little over a million years. Yet experiments on fruit flies have already exceeded the equivalent of a million years of people living on earth. And X rays have been used to increase the mutation rate in the fruit fly by 15,000 percent. Yet, even with this speedup of mutations, scientists have not been able to come up with anything other than another fruit fly. Even though 400 mutations have been provided by the fruit fly, a new species has never resulted. What research has revealed here should have settled the question for all time as to whether evolution could successfully result from mutations. So, no new species of a fruit fly has ever resulted from sixty years of irradiation. The experiments have only produced genetic monsters. So why, one may ask, is not this information presented to us in a way demonstrating how it opposes assumptions about mutation mechanisms?

Well, to help gain insight, one must understand the way evolution is taught and is so integrated into the student’s psyche. First, it is generally not taught with counterpoint or control. In other words, evolution is framed as fact to the student. There are no hints of expressed concern in most textbooks presenting it that there is any question that evolution is the progenitor of us all. Therefore there is no reason to present counterpoint or control…observations or lack of evidence. Positivism reigns. What we don’t understand we someday will and until then we believe. This is why many Christian apologists quite reasonably refer to evolutionism as dogma, religion and propaganda. 
Recent discussions in these series of creatures that exemplify careful and ingenious design and unmistakable creative power, such as the beaver, the bat, the Monarch butterfly, the seemingly simple chicken egg, the octopus, the giraffe, the sperm whale, on and on, even the more involved and unimaginable creation of the very substance of all life, DNA, will never be enough to cause the dedicated materialist, the evolutionist, to question his or her doctrine. For many, spiritual enlightenment and, ultimately, salvation, must begin with an acknowledgment that they have a spiritual need, as Pascal once quipped, a “God-shaped” hole, yearning for what they have incorrectly labeled “purpose in life”, but which is actually a deep-seeded desire for the God that created them. “Come to me” Jesus Christ invites, “and learn of me”, and “blessed are those who are aware that they are spiritually bankrupt, for they will see God”. The clear inference in these statements is that to be aware of that “God-shaped hole” is prerequisite to becoming alive to God and, ultimately, to salvation.
